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This executive summary presents the highlights of the 2011 Omnibus survey, the second in a series of
Omnibus surveys, carried out by the Social and Economic Survey Research Institute (SESRI) of Qatar
University. The Omnibus surveys interviewed a large and representative sample of Qatari citizens, resident
expatriates, and migrant laborers. The 2011 survey gathered valuable demographic information and asked
guestions about a number of topics of importance to Qatari society. Respondents were asked about their
attitudes and activities relating to their child’s education; the traffic system; politics; the media; and labor
migrants. The survey was designed and carried out in accordance with the highest scientific and ethical
standards. Respondents were assured that their answers would be confidential.
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INTRODUCTION

Social & Economic Survey Research Institute (SESRI) is an independent research organization at Qatar
University. Since its inception in 2008, it has developed a strong survey-based infrastructure in order to
provide high quality survey data for planning and research in the social and economic sectors. The data are

intended to inform planners and decision makers, as well as the academic community.

In the last twenty years, Qatar has experienced significant shifts in population composition, economic
development, and educational access. It is essential to understand how society responds to such underlying
societal changes. In order to accomplish this, SESRI has conducted a series of Omnibus surveys, beginning in
2010, to provide baseline information on the social, economic, and cultural attitudes, values and beliefs of the
population. This executive summary presents some highlights of the 2011 survey. More detailed and

comparative analyses will be presented in a series of forthcoming publications.

The representative national sample included Qatari citizens, resident expatriates (white-collar workers),
and migrant laborers (laborers or blue-collar workers). Respondents were asked in face-to-face interviews
about their attitudes and activities relating to their child’s education; the traffic system; politics; the media;

employment and working conditions. The survey data collection was carried out in June 2011.

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I. POLITICAL VALUES AND ATTITUDES

The 2011 Omnibus survey features a section on the political values and attitudes of Qataris and expatriates. It
includes questions about respondents’ national and individual political priorities, levels of political interest
and participation, confidence in important societal institutions, political system preferences, and political

knowledge.

Qataris are More Interested in Politics and follow local news than Expatriates

Qataris and to a lesser extent expatriates are more interested than not in politics, although only Qataris tend to
keep up with local political news. A combined 48 percent of expatriates and 57 percent of Qataris were either
“very” or “somewhat” interested in politics, yet only 30 percent of expatriates reported following local

political news “very often” or “usually” compared to a combined 50 percent of Qatari nationals.

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Economic Development, Inflation and Security Tops Priorities

Concerning actual political orientations, both Qatari and expatriate respondents tended to identify economic
concerns as being the nation’s most important priorities. When asked to select between high economic growth,
a strong national defense, increasing peoples’ say in workplace and community decisions, and beautifying the
environment, a majority of Qataris (56%) and expatriates (59%) said that high economic growth should be
Qatar’s top priority over the next ten years. Similarly, 38 percent of expatriates and 45 percent of Qataris
responded that curbing inflation is Qatar’s most pressing issue, compared to 45 percent of expatriates and 37

percent of Qataris who identified maintaining social and political order.

What People Say about Democracy

A vast majority of Qatari and expatriate respondents revealed strong support for democratic political
institutions, as well as high levels of confidence in, and deference toward existing state institutions.
Respondents were asked to what extent they agree that democracy, despite its flaws, is still preferable to any
other form of government. Almost 80 percent of both Qataris and expatriates agreed or strongly agreed with
this statement. Likewise, 80 percent of Qataris and 76 percent of expatriates considered it “very important” or

“important” to live in a country that is ruled democratically.

At the same time, the expatriate population is more likely to make use of technology in a typical week — both

hardware and software features — in almost every way. They are more likely to use a computer (56% to 41%),
to receive an email (42% to 33%), to send an email (37% to 22%), and to find news on the Internet (32% to
18%). The expatriate population is more likely to sign on to Facebook than Qataris (30% to 10%) and to place
an international phone call (22% to 9%). Qataris are more likely to send a text (35% to 26%), to log onto a

local forum (12% to 6%), and to send a photo on email (10% to 6%). Twitter is rarely used by anyone.

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I11. EDUCATION IN QATAR

Qatari respondents with their children in schools (from kindergarten to secondary school) were asked a series

of questions relating to their child’s education, such as factors influencing school choice, ease of

communication between the parents and school, perceptions of school quality, and attitudes toward CoEd

schooling (the integrated education of male and female persons in the same school). This section explains

some of the trends observed in the data.

In regards to tutoring costs in an academic year, parents who send their children to independent schools paid
on average 8,000 Qatari Riyals (QR). Those with children attending international schools spent QR14,000.
Lastly, parents who send their children to Arabic private schools spent QR3,000. When asked about other
expenses apart from tutoring, parents with children at independent schools spent QR3,000, while parents with

children at international and private schools paid much more at QR25,000 and QR15,000, respectively.

Parents’ opinions about CoEd schooling varied significantly across the three types of school. Those who send
their children to international schools were more open to the idea of CoEd schooling compared to parents with
children in independent schools and Arabic private schools. A common value that surfaced was that as the age
increases, the support for CoEd schooling decreases. For example, parents were more willing to send their
children at the primary grades to a CoEd school than they were at elementary or secondary levels and so on.

However, when they are asked about CoEd at the university level, the tendency is towards more acceptance.

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V. QATARI ATTITUDES TOWARDS THE TRAFFIC LAW IN QATAR

In 2007 the government of Qatar enacted a new traffic law. The objective of this new law was to improve the
flow of traffic and to reduce the traffic-related deaths and accident rates in the country through policy
interventions, mass media, and national traffic campaigns. In the 2011 Omnibus survey, we asked Qatari
nationals about their level of knowledge and awareness of the 2007 traffic law. Respondents also were asked
about the main causes of traffic accidents in Qatar and their attitudes towards the new penalties for traffic
violation associated with the new law. This section of the report presents results from these questions that help
increase the effectiveness of the campaign in Qatar.

One-third of the Drivers are Not Aware of Traffic Law
Newspapers and TV are Main Sources of News for Drivers

Figure 23 shows the level of respondents’ knowledge of the new traffic law. Three out of ten (33%)
respondents said they did not read or hear about the law. Female respondents were less knowledgeable than
their male counterparts (58% versus 76%). Among respondents who said they had knowledge of the law, 36
percent obtained the information from the newspapers while 26 percent and 20 percent from TV and friends

respectively (see Figure 24).

In our
survey, we asked respondents about their assessment
of these penalties, and six out of ten (64%) indicated
that the current traffic penalties are too high.

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V. MIGRANT LABORERS IN QATAR

The Majority of Migrant Laborers are Less Than 40 Years Old

The survey population included 854 migrant
laborers living in labor camps. The sample
consisted of males only and did not include any
domestic or household employees. Migrant
laborers tend to be young with nearly half of
them (48%) aged 26-37 and slightly more than
one-quarter (26%) aged 18-25 years.

Migrant Laborers’ Education

Respondents were asked to report the highest
level of education they had completed. The level
of education is high with four out of ten (40%)
of laborers having completed secondary school,
and 18 percent having completed post-secondary

education.

The Majority are Married

Seven out of ten (71%) migrant laborers were
married at the time of the survey, while three out
of ten (28%) were never married and about one
percent were separated or widowed. Of the
married migrant laborers, 2 percent indicated
that their wives were living with them here in
Qatar. The vast majority (85%) of all married
migrant laborers indicated that they had children
under the age of 18.

All migrant laborers were asked about how
they found their first job in Qatar. The
majority (58%) of migrant laborers said they
found their first job through a recruitment or
placement agency, 22 percent through
friends, and 15 percent through family
members. The rest of the migrant laborers
indicated that they had found their first job in
Qatar through other sources such as the
Internet and newspapers in their countries of
origin. Overall, 87 percent of these migrant
laborers who used a recruitment or placement

agency said they had to pay a fee.

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V1. SUMMARY OF METHODS

The Qatar General Electricity & Water Company provided the information needed to construct a
comprehensive sampling frame covering all households in Qatar. This included the location of each

household, whether it was private or collective, and the nationality of its residents.

The Sample Design

The state of Qatar is divided into six municipalities. Each municipality contains a number of zones and each
zone is divided into several blocks. For the purpose of the 2011 Omnibus survey, the households in each
municipality were ordered by geographic location in order to permit a well distributed sampling of housing
units in the different areas. A stratified systematic sample was constructed for both Qatari and expatriate
households. Each municipality was considered an independent administrative stratum; and after ordering the
residences in each by location, a probability-based sample was drawn from each stratum. Migrant laborers live
mainly in collective dwellings. Each dwelling was considered a primary sampling unit and each resident of a

dwelling was considered a secondary sampling unit.

Questionnaire

In addition to the demographics section, the questionnaire included five sections: education, traffic, media,
political values and attitudes, migrant laborers. A complete copy of the survey questionnaire can be obtained
by contacting SESRI at sesri@qu.edu.ga.

Data Collection
Interviews were conducted in June 2011, using Computer-Assisted Personal Interviewing (CAPI) technology.
Interviewers and supervisors, most of whom had relevant prior experience, were recruited and carefully

trained for the survey.

A total of 2,854 interviews were completed, including 992 Qatari nationals, 1008 resident expatriates,
and 854 migrant laborers. The response rate’ was 69 percent for the Qatari sample and 79 percent for the

expatriate sample. The response rate is 99 percent for the migrant laborer sample.

This probability survey is valid within a statistical margin of error, also called a 95% confidence interval.
This means that if the survey is conducted 100 times using the exact same procedures, the margin of error
would include the "true value" in 95 out of the 100 surveys. The margin of error for a percentage at 50% is
about 3.2 percentage points for both Qatari and expatriate sample, and 3.4 percentage points for the migrant
laborer sample.? The collected survey responses were weighted before analysis to adjust for probability of

selection and non-response.
